This Agreement Form, when properly executed by the exhibitor and accepted by CRLC shall be a binding agreement subject to “General Information & Regulations.”

DECA reserves the right to and will strictly enforce trademark infringement laws.  Any product displaying character and/or names where licensing is necessary, must submit a copy of the licensing agreement to DECA prior to the conference.
