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GCMAS e-Poster Guidelines: Uploading your e-Poster (PowerPoint pps or ppsx only)
All e-Posters are uploaded to the GCMAS program site: https://www.openconf.org/GCMAS2017/openconf.php  beginning March 1, 2017.  Embedded video, or sound may be included in your e-Poster, however, the conference computers will not have speakers and no testing of videos will be provided to ensure compatibility. There is a file size limit of 64MB and larger files may be difficult for attendees to download/view.  Your poster may have a maximum of 10 PowerPoint slides.  Slides should contain only static text and images or video, free of animation or other special effects.   
First Slide Disclosure Rule:

The first slide of your PowerPoint presentation should be your disclosure slide.  
“I (or my co-authors) have nothing to disclose”; OR,
“I (and/or my co-authors) have the following relationships to disclose: …” 

The first slide should include the title and authors of the e-Poster as well as the attending author’s email address for correspondence.
Before uploading your e-Poster file, save your file as a *.ppsx or *.pps format.  Simply chose Save As under the File menu and choose one of these formats.  This is the PowerPoint show format, so when attendees view your file, it will download in show format.
Go to https://www.openconf.org/GCMAS2017/openconf.php , click on the “Upload File” link/button, under the Authors heading.  
Enter the Submission ID associated with your abstract submission email you received.
Enter the Password you created for your submission

Select the file type of your e-poster file from the drop down menu (pps or ppsx).

Click on the “Browse” button and navigate and select the file you want to upload

Click the blue “Upload File” button

Presentation Guidelines  

All e-Posters will only be presented electronically and therefore need to be formatted in PowerPoint ppsx or pps.  e-Posters will be available for viewing from the GCMAS program site on any computer or mobile device: https://www.openconf.org/GCMAS2017/openconf.php.  The e-Poster access will also be available on computers available at the conference.  
Teaser Slides
All e-Poster presenters are asked to create one additional "teaser" summary slide that will be shown during breaks at the meeting. The goal is to create more interest in viewing the e-Posters. This slide should contain only limited information; we suggest one sentence, a picture or graph, your name and presentation title.
Save your teaser slide as typical ppt or pptx file and send your teaser slide to Mark McMulkin, mmcmulkin@shrinenet.org no later than May 15th 2017.
