Your EXPERIENCE begins from downtown along Buffalo Bayou to the

scenic River Oaks neighborhood, where you will visit Bayou Bend Collection

and Gardens. This remarkable home managed by the Museum of Fine Arts

Houston, houses a collection of decorative art, paintings and furniture.

Bayou Bend is the former home of Houston philanthropist Ima Hogg and was

marked with a Texas Historical Commission marker in 1973 and was listed in

the National Register of Historic Places in 1979.

The collection at Bayou Bend presently consists of approximately 4,700

objects that reflect historic and stylistic periods from 1620 to 1870 installed

in some 28 period room settings that showcase American decorative arts

through these periods. Miss Hogg began assembling this important collection

of American decorative arts in 1920. To provide suitable settings for these

extraordinary antiques, Staub designed simple but stately interiors in the style

of colonial American rooms.
