ÁTo prevent CMV infection in transplant
recipients

- Seronegative solid organ transplant
recipients at high risk of primary infection

- Seropositive bone marrow transplant
patients athigh risk of reactivation
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ÁAtherosclerosis

ÁGlioblastoma(Oncomodulation?)

ÁImmunosenescence

ÁDeterioration while in Intensive Care

ÁPoor response to influenza vaccine
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SAFETY

ÁNo systemic symptoms or clinical laboratory abnormalities
ÁNot isolated from those recently vaccinated
ÁNo evidence for latency after immunosuppressionof vaccines
ÁInjection site reaction common without systemic side effects
ÁNo depression of cell-mediated immunity or alteration of CD4:CD8 ratio

IMMUNOGENICITY
ÁRegularly elicits humoralresponse, including neutralizing antibody
ÁInduces lasting lymphocyte proliferative responses
ÁInduces HLA-restricted cytotoxicity
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
