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ABSTRACT

The abstract is a short, informative summary of no more than 150-250 words.  References should not be cited.  The abstract should not simply list the topics covered in the paper, but should state the aims, contents and conclusions of the paper or presentation, and/or scope and principal objectives of the research, describing the methods used, summarising the results and stating the principal conclusions.  The text of the abstract should be 11pt Arial font, single-spaced and left-right justified.  A single line space should be left below the title ‘ABSTRACT’.  Simply highlight this text and replace with the words of your abstract.  Leave a single line space above the keywords listed below.

This abstract will only be used for consideration for selection as part of the conference program and should be submitted together with the Abstract Submission Form.

Full papers are not compulsory, however we request that presenters strongly consider expanding on their abstract and submitting this prior to the conference.   A book of abstracts will be placed on the ICTC website.   Expanded abstracts and full papers will also be placed on the ICTC website.
KEYWORDS: Up to 5 key words in 11pt Arial font, separated by commas; these will assist in the cross-indexing of the paper.
