National Conference Returns to West Coast for the first time in 10 years
SAN FRANCISCO – June 21, 2013 –Thousands of graphic designers and other creative professionals will unite in San Francisco starting Saturday to take part in HOW Design Live, a multi-conference event that promotes and celebrates the power of design in transforming personal and professional outcomes on local and global scales.

Keynote session: Reinventing Your Ideas: How the Little Things Yield Big Results: Thousands of customers from around the world have chosen to get Johnny Cupcakes' tattoos and hundreds of people camp outside his faux-bakeries. On Monday June 24 at 6:30 pm hear how over the past decade JC has grown from a "joke" to a multi-million dollar, exclusive t-shirt brand driven by a community of worldwide collectors. Johnny has been named America's #1 Young Entrepreneur by BusinessWeek .
Keynote session: How  Ideas are Brought to Life: Scott Belsky, founder and CEO of Behance, oversees the world's largest online platform of creative professionals. After years of research, Scott Belsky and his team at Behance have found a series of best practices common across some of the world's most productive creative people and teams. In this session, on Wednesday June 26 at 11:15Scott will share insights and practical tips that you can use to push bold creative projects to completion. Scott is the author of the national bestselling book Making Ideas Happen (Penguin Books).
