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Alabama Boys & Girls Club Hall of Fame 

The Alabama Boys & Girls Club Hall of Fame (HOF) is open to any retired individual who has provided exceptional service to a Boys & Girls Clubs in Alabama. This includes Club membership, board or volunteer service or service of any kind which directly benefitted one or more Alabama Clubs. A maximum of eight people will be inducted each year, for the first three years.  

Applications are due by 5:00 PM-CST, Friday, July, 27, 2018 and the selected inductee(s) will be notified prior to our Area Council meeting. Inductees will receive two tickets to the enshrinement ceremony and can purchase additional tickets for guests.

The inductees or the respective Club will be responsible for providing the information that will appear in the program, as well as any photographs used by and for the HOF. Information should be submitted electronically, including photographs, which should be scanned and saved in .jpg format. The names of Nominees who are not inducted will remain in a pool for three years.  Inductees must be present at the Hall of Fame enshrinement ceremony, with the exception of those receiving the honor posthumously. 
The objectives for enshrinement into the Alabama Boys & Girls Club Hall of Fame include the following. All work must have occurred in or on behalf of one or more Alabama Clubs: 

1. Contribution to the Boys & Girls Club Movement. (Include local, state & national experience.)

2. Membership, employment or volunteer service at one or more Alabama Clubs. 
3. Length of involvement in the Movement (There is no age limit; however, a minimum of five years is preferred.) 
4. Service to the community. (Civic clubs, church, schools, etc.)

5. Honors received. (local, state or national- both inside and outside of the Movement).
6. Nominee must attend The Alabama Area Council as a condition of enshrinement in the HOF.
    (Attendance is mandatory, with the exception of those nominated posthumously). 

7. Other accomplishments to consider (to be submitted by the nominating organization).
The fee to submit a nomination for the Alabama Boys & Girls Club Hall of Fame is $125.00, and is non-refundable. Checks should be made payable to the Alabama Area Council. The fee must be submitted by the due date or the application will be rejected and returned to the Club. If a nominee is not chosen for induction into the HOF, he/she can stay in the pool of nominees for three years without any additional fees. The Club may also withdraw an application, but will forfeit the application fee.

There is the possibility that a program will be printed for the HOF ceremony and a website might be utilized and, therefore, any information submitted may be used in its entirety, in part or in modified form for the program and website, as deemed necessary.
